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WHAT IS SMALL GROUP
MINISTRY?

In 2002, the Small Group Ministry program
began at the Unitarian Church in Westport
as a way to help build and nurture personal
connections and foster shared spiritual
exploration. Our working truth is that all
theology is grounded in personal
experience. Our vision is to deepen and
enlarge our shared ministry — to ourselves,
to each other and to our community. Small
Groups (also know as covenant groups) are
transforming many UU churches across the
country.

PROGRAM PURPOSES

- to connect deeply to new friends

- to listen attentively and share deeply

- to develop and clarify personal values,
beliefs and theology

- to have a safe place in which to explore
difficult feelings, needs and life events

- to practice covenantal relationship

- to care for one another during times of
trouble and celebration

HOW IT WORKS

Groups of 8-10 people meet monthly for two
hours at a member’s home or at church to
explore spiritual topics together. Each
group is guided by a member facilitator.
The members agree to follow a covenant
(see back panel), which acts as a common
sense set of guidelines for respectful group
interaction. Membership requires a
commitment to regular attendance to the
end of the church year in which you join.

OUR FORMAT

Each time a small group meets, we follow a
format developed to create a spiritual setting
and the structure needed to share our
journeys, listen deeply and learn from the
experience of others.
